
Rural Cooperative Development Intern with Cooperative Development Institute
The intern would work 20 hours a week with Jonah Fertig and CDI and 8 hours a week with Neverdun Farm.  The internship will run from approximately June 1st to Aug 30th (based on interns availability and school schedule).  
Through this internship the NASCO intern will get an opportunity to learn about cooperative living and farming, work with Somali Bantu and Native American farmers as they form cooperatives, contribute to the development of a multi-stakeholder farm-to-institution cooperative, learn about worker cooperatives, and be exposed to working with a cooperative development organization.
Work with CDI:
· Work on Rural Cooperative Projects with Somali Bantu Refugee Farmers in Maine particularly Cultivating Community Farmers and Sustainable Living Relief Organization and with members of the Penobscot Nation.  
· Intern will 
· help develop and deliver trainings, 
· will do research, 
· will write a report on the project (that could be used for a blog post or other media), 
· will assist on other parts of the project as needed.
· Work on developing a possible Farm-to-Institution multi-stakeholder cooperative
· Intern will 
· work on outreach plan to students, 
· will help develop the concept for the cooperative, 
· will help to provide experience in student cooperatives to develop student-consumer membership program
· Attend the Eastern Conference for Workplace Democracy
Work with Neverdun Farm
· Work on Farm and at Homestead
· Intern will 
· work 4-6 hours in the shared garden each week
· help cook community meals once a week
· assist with wild gathering of mushrooms and blueberries
· help with food preservation and fermentation
·  Help orient summer WWOOFers to cooperative living
· Intern will:
· Work with WWOOFers (Willing Workers on Organic Farmers who live and volunteer at the farm for about a month) to acclimate them to cooperative living
· Will share about NASCO and Student Cooperatives with WWOOFers (the majority of whom are college students)
Accommodations:
NASCO Interns will live at Neverdun Farm, a 100 acre organic farm and cooperative community in Arundel, ME.  Neverdun has 15 residents that range in age from 2  to 76 years and includes three generations of the Wentworth family.  There is a pond for swimming, woods for walking, local and organic meals, house concerts and community events, a trolley museum next door, a sauna and more.  The intern will live a bunkroom in our 200 year old barn along with 2-3 WWOOFers and share meals in our mainhouse.
Intern will be provided room and board and living stipend. 
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
