	Your house should make every effort to pay all member charges in full on the first of the month.
	A 5% late charge is added to the total amount you owe.
	A Notice to Quit is sent to every member who owes $100 or more. This is a legal document that gives you 7 days to pay your balance in full.

	SHC files a Summons and Complaint in the District Court. This sets up a court date. At this point we add court costs to your balance. To stop the process, you must pay your balance in full, plus court costs (see below).
	Once the court has issued a judgement, you have 10 days to pay your balance plus court costs, in full, or else you must leave the house. Even if you leave the house, you must still pay your balance.
	The judge signs a Writ of Restitution, which means that if you do not leave voluntarily, a sheriff comes to your house, helps you pack your possessions, and escorts you from the premises.

	If we have not yet received your balance, SHC can send your balance to a collection agency.
	At any point after the Notice to Quit has been issued, only the Executive Director, Member Services Coordinator, or Corporate Treasurer may accept payments, in the form of Money Order or Cashier’s Check only.
	SHC may cancel the contract of any member who is issued a Summons and Complaint three times within a twelve-month period. 
To avoid extra charges and legal proceedings, pay your charges on time!


The average cost of taking an individual to the Summons & Complaint stage is more than $150, which includes court costs, process server costs, and a minimal attorney fee.
